Preparing to pray

Throughout the ages people have approached God in many different ways
(Acts 17:23). As Christ followers we approach God our Father through
Jesus Christ His Son, and God’s Word in Matthew 6 gives guidance and
instruction. Prayer is about spending time with our Father, trusting Him,
and acknowledging His greatness and our need of Him; focusing our
thoughts and glorifying our Father as we pray before going through
specific, targeted prayer requests.

CONFESSION

ADORATION

Means worship - recognizing and acknowledging God for who He is.
Exalt the LORD our God; worship at his footstool! Holy is he! (Psalm 99:5 ESV)

THANKSGIVING

Means thankful - spending time with God and thanking Him for the
forgiveness of sins, and the blessing of being His child, and the privilege of
serving Him; thanking Him and naming the blessings one by one.

Oh, give thanks to the LORD, for he is good; for his steadfast love endures forever!
(1 Chronicles 16:34 ESV)

SUPPLICATION
Means request - making requests to God on behalf of others, praying for
God’s will in the lives of family, extended family and friends, people in your
sphere of influence: school, workplace and neighborhood, as well as people
around the world.

Then hear in heaven your dwelling place their prayer and their plea,

and maintain their cause. (1 Kings 8:49 ESV)
